	PRC Chair William Haglegam opened the meeting at 4:10 p.m.  He called for questions regarding the Four Scenarios for the Budget Assumptions for FY 2014.  

Jimmy Hicks answered and clarified questions and concerns including:

· “Limited impact” means the assumption that enrollment will remain the same.

· “Projected impact” means the assumption that enrollment will be reduced.

· Many students have reached or are coming close to the end of their Pell eligibility. 
· COM is facing competition from other institutions and from distance learning programs.
· We cannot figure into a budget, a fee that has not been approved by the board.  Once a scenario has been chosen, then any needed approval by the board will be accelerated.

· Ankie’s TCO projection is 1.5 million.

· If there is to be a fee increase, it will be gradual and Pell grants can be used to meet it.

· It is difficult to give the sensitivity data on the impact of enrollment expenses.

Members discussed the four scenarios.  

FC Chair Marian Medalla solicited vote and justification from each member. The majority voted for scenario 1.  Marian will write to Joe Habuchmai explaining the committees’ choice.
