Scratchboards
Lesson:  Lines, Stippling and Pointillism




CSLO 1.2: Student will be able to compose a drawing using different types of lines.
CSLO 3.1: Student will be able to evaluate his/her own work of art.

Materials needed:

Sketchbook Pad (9 x 12)

Crayons

A sharp instrument such as a toothpick, pen with no ink, etc.
Project Description:  Now that you have learned about the different kinds of lines used in art and stippling and pointillism, it is your turn to use them. You will learn an engraving method where you first create a pencil sketch which is then transferred to the scratchboard.  You will make your own scratchboard.  The pencil sketch should be of a landscape, one ocean creature with attention to the background area or a pattern. See examples below.

STEPS:

1) Using your sketchbook paper, sketch your design on white paper.

2) On a separate sheet of paper color a random design that covers the entire area with light and bright colors.  Be sure to press hard with the crayon.  
3) Then cover the entire colored paper with black crayon. Make sure the color underneath is not showing through the black. 
4) Next lay your first sketch over the colored paper and use a pen to trace the sketch, leaving an impression on the colored paper.

5) Use a scratch tool to remove the black following the lines from the impression of your sketch. 
6) Finally, use the different types of lines and stippling or pointillism to add highlights and shading. *This project will be done in class and you will have about 1 hour to complete it.
7) Evaluate your project using the rubric below and email it to the instructor.

When you have finished your project, submit it to the facilitator for scanning.  You will post your scratchboard to your Flickr page. 

REQUIREMENTS:

Check this often to make sure your project includes ALL of the requirements.
1) Properly prepared the scratchboard with colors underneath a heavy coat of black crayon

2) Used a variety of lines, stippling and pointillism
3) The drawing covers the entire page

4) There is thought given to the type of line used in each area.

5) The drawing looks like it is one cohesive drawing.

	Project preparation – followed all steps.
	Selected design meets criteria in directions, uses random color for first layer, black is solid for top layer, 
	Design meets criteria, uses random color, but it is not very visible, black layer is not solid.
	Design is from one of the 3 categories, but looks incomplete, underneath layer of color isn’t visible (looks white), black layer is more gray than black.

	Design appears to be one complete drawing and not separate drawings on one page.  Attention is given to background if drawing an ocean creature. Design fills the entire page.

	Some parts of the design appear to be disconnected from the rest of the drawing.  Little attention is given to background if drawing an ocean creature. Design fills less than half a page.
	Design looks like 2 or more separate drawings on the page. There is no background if drawing an ocean creature. Design is located in one small area of the page.
	
	

	Value Rendering – full range of values 
	Line variety and pointillism or stippling create a wide range of values from light to dark.
	Line variety and pointillism or stippling creates a range of values from light to dark. Few medium values.
	Line variety and pointillism or stippling creates a range of values from light to dark. No medium values.
	Only contour lines  used; no values 
	
	

	Line variety – contour, hatched, cross hatched, expressive, implied lines and combined lines, pointillism, and stippling
	Uses 4-6 different types of lines and uses either pointillism or stippling
	Uses 2 – 3 different types of lines and uses either pointillism or stippling
	Uses only 1 type of line and either pointillism or stippling
	Uses only 1 type of line.
	
	

	Craftsmanship - Neat, clean & complete? Skillful use of the art tools & media?
