Class Structure

This is a broad, over arching introduction to art, from traditional forms to more contemporary disciplines with an emphasis upon the basics of drawing.  Since this is an online class all the course work will be available online.  In addition, your instructor will email some assignments to you and post the projects on the course wiki page.  You will also be required to create a free account with Flickr to post your homework on.

Homework

Homework for this course will consist of keeping a sketchbook and completing weekly assignments.  Each assignment has a rubric that establishes criteria for rating the quality of each assignment.  Students must complete their section of the rubric for each assignment and email the rubric to the instructor. All students will be expected to complete these assignments in a timely fashion and be prepared to share them online. Students will be assigned a photography homework assignment which they can complete using their cell phone cameras.  Anyone who does not have access to a camera with their phone or other means should email the instructor to discuss borrowing a camera for this assignment.

Projects

In addition to homework assignments, there will be 4 projects that students will complete.  The project directions and reminders will be sent to you and are also posted on the wiki course page.  Two projects and the mid-term exam will be completed in a classroom as a group with a facilitator.  These assignments are a large part of the class and will determine 50% of your grade.

Weekly Discussion Threads

I have created a group page for the class on Flickr and will send you an invitation to join.  There you will find the weekly discussion threads.  Each week, except during mid-term and final weeks, you must contribute at least one comment to the discussion.  You will receive 15 extra credit points for completing all discussion threads or 1 point for each week you contribute.
For this AR 101 class there will also be a special project that students can do for EXTRA CREDIT.  The project is collecting information about the arts and crafts traditionally done in FSM.  Each student who does the project will check out a small video camera to interview an elder about some form of art or craft that was/is done upon one of the islands of the FSM.  Any student who does not have access to an elder whom they can speak to about this matter should speak to the instructor to find an alternative.  Students checking out cameras will take full responsibility for equipment and must return it on the agreed upon date.

Student Behavior Standards

Students are expected to be familiar with and to abide by the student behavior standards as they are noted in the College of Micronesia-FSM Catalog.  This includes the academic honesty policy, which states,

· All students are expected to respect one another and the instructor.  Harassment, and bullying via email will result in the offending student having to leave this AR 101 class.  Any crude comments about race, gender, sexual orientation or religious affiliation will result in one warning and then dismissal from the class.

· Mature Content.  Some of the art that we will view during this course may contain mature or controversial subject matter.  Each student is expected to approach the material as an adult.  Each student will be responsible to communicate with the instructor if they do not feel comfortable with the subject matter being discussed.

· Studio safety is important.  All AR101 students should be mindful when working with materials that might be dangerous if they are consumed or come into contact with eyes.  If students are using art materials with sharp edges, they must be responsible not to use them in a reckless manner that could cause harm to themselves or others around them.

· Students will be responsible to clean up the computer lab at COM-FSM if they make a mess while doing this course.

· Have fun and be creative.  The world of art is a realm that is different than other disciplines because there is often not a right and wrong.  Enjoy this chance to express yourself visually and do not be afraid to take chances!

Grading

Grades are based upon sketchbook work, projects, and reports and overall effort.  Homework assignments are graded on: neatness, following directions, illustration of the lesson (5 different line types), and originality (doesn’t look like examples or another students work).  

Projects are evaluated on the rubrics provided with each project description.  You must rate yourself on the rubric and email it to me when the assignment is due.  I will not rate your work unless you have rated yourself first.
