	Agenda/Major Topics of Discussion:

	1. Shuttle Services


	Discussion of Agenda/Information Sharing:

	1. Shuttle services
· Started in 2011 with 4 trips and a half per day
· Continuing in 2015 with 10 trips per day (estimated 370 students  transported daily)

2. Difficulty to sustain maintenance services and overtime pay

· Maintenance budget is affected because of shuttle services

· No fund allocated to maintain the shuttle services
· Since the shuttle services are for students only, students should contribute to sustain and continue the services  

3. Maintenance is suggesting a fee

· Optional- only those who want to go on the bus will be charged with this fee.

· $40 -fall/ spring semester

· $25 -summer semester

· projected based on 300 students= $12,000 (spring and fall); $7,500 (summer)

· This projection is not even close to the needed amount to maintain, but it covers little that will help continue the services

	4. Students concern/ questions/ comments
· A question was raised on who imposed the shuttle services fee. The office of Vice President for Administrative Services and it was clarified to all that the shuttle services fee is not part of the facilities fee.
· Student representatives made the following recommendations should the college implements a fee for its shuttle services:
· Ensure prompt shuttle services schedule and students/passengers are assured seats.

· The policy should also include provisions especially those dealing with “walk-in” student passengers.

· The college should consider exploring the possibility of extending shuttle services especially for students who live far Madolenihmw and Kitti.
· This proposal on shuttle service fee optional, only for those students who elect to use the college’s shuttle services, and once instituted as one of the “other fees” but optional, it can be charged to the students’ Pell.
· Possibilities of paying daily bus passes like how they do it with the meal tickets.
· The RH students are centered to the shuttle services for their activities.  
· Additionally, student representative also suggested that the college conducts survey to determine the close-to-actual head counts of students who may want to avail of the college shuttle services by paying the package shuttle service fee.  This will further inform the college as it moves forward on this regards.




	Comments/Upcoming Meeting Date & Time/Etc.:

	· Student representatives recommended that a follow-up meeting to be organized to allow them time to consult and dialogue with their respective constituents and follow-up meeting will allow further dialogue about the shuttle services fee

· Director of Maintenance should be invited to the next meeting

· Students input and endorsement is very much solicited in this subject matter
