PSLO Assessment Report Summary
What we looked at:

This certificate program assessment focused on (PSLO #1 familiarizing and improving awareness of the importance of jobsite safety and health requirements and (PSLO #2) familiarizing and improving the use of  hand tools and power tools when working on a project. Listed below are the courses and the results for each of the PSLOs. 

What we found:

1. Fall 2021: VCT153- the results of the written and practical exams showed that 2 (0 female; 2 males) out of 2 students (100%) got a “C” or better in identifying and avoiding unsafe situations in the workplace.
2. Fall 2021: VCT153- the results of the written and practical exams showed that 2 (0 female; 2 males) out of 2 students (100%) got a "C" or better in using the needed hand tools and power tools to complete a project.
3. Fall 2021: VSP153a- the results of the written and practical exams showed that 3 (0 female; 3 males) out of 3 students (100%) got a "C" or better in explaining the appropriate safety precautions around common jobsite hazard.
4. Fall 2021: VSP153a- the results of the written and practical exams showed that 3 (0 female; 3 males) out of 3 students (100%) got a "C" or better in demonstrating the use and care of appropriate PPE.
5. Spring 2022: VCT154- the results of the written and practical exams showed that 2 (0 female; 2 males) out of 2 students (100%) got a "C" or better in using the needed mason’s hand tools and power tools to complete a project.
6. Spring 2022: VCT163- the results of the written and practical exams showed that 1 (0 female; 1 male) out of 1 students (100%) got a "C" or better in using the needed hand tools for building line layout to complete a project.
7. Spring 2022: VCT183- the results of the written and practical exams showed that 3 (0 female; 3 males) out of 3 students (100%) got a "C" or better in using the needed hand tools and power tools for installing windows/doors, ceiling/door panels, and finishing hardware to complete a project.
What we are planning to work on: 

1. Provide different kinds of practical activities.
2. Allotted more time into the practical aspect of each course.
3. Continue to work with Pohnpei State Department of Education to come up with an effect recruitment plan.

4. Modify the program. 
Recommendations for students:

1. Students must always seek advice from the program professor before selecting courses. 

2. Students enrolled in this program as their major of study must remain in it until they graduate with a certificate of achievement.   

3. Students must take advantage of the professor’s office hours.
