	Discussion of Agenda/Information Sharing:

	Chairperson Delihna Ehmes called the meeting to order at 4:05 p.m. She first welcomed and thanked everyone for coming. 
I. Staff Development Applications: Two applicants turned in funding requests to Staff Development (SD) for short-term workshops/conferences off-island.
The two (2) applicants for off-island short-term workshops were identified as:

Sonny Paddock:   Staff development approved a requested amount of $300.00 to assist his attendance at a certification workshop for financial managers in Virginia. The workshop will be held from February 27-March 02, 2012. In the previous application review, the committee reviewed the wrong application and approved a requested amount of $300.00.  The approved $300.00 will be used to this the request and with the recommendation that the Cooperative Research Extension (CRE) office find other sources of funding to cover the remaining cost for Sonny. Sonny was funded by SD last year and since this is an annual conference, CRE office should assist if it feels that this is a priority.
Teetake Yeeting: The request is on the Pacific Financial Aid Association annual conference, beginning March 19 and ending March 20, 2012. Staff development committee did not approve the application because someone else is already going on behalf of the college. The committee acknowledges the need to be updated on changing policies of financial aid but also recommends that the FAO resorts to online data for financial aid, as they are also published on a regular basis to update its target audience. Additionally, it is an annual conference and if certain divisions encourage these workshops then such activities should be included in their budgets. The committee also recommends that that the FAO staff representing the college to this year’s annual conference do a workshop to the all financial aid staff after her return from the workshop. The person representing the FAO this year is Twaila Poll from Pohnpei Campus, as reported from Mark Kostka.
The committee also made recommendations that offices plan ahead to prioritize and allocate funding to annual conferences. As of current, the staff development has had challenges in approving funding because it can only work with so much. The requests actually exceed the existing amount of what the staff development fund can provide. Thus, the committee recommends that for future planning and reference, offices should prioritize and assist with funding in cases where they see trainings are needed, then the staff development can assist.
